113 Apologies
Apologies were received from Clirs. Howlett-Huggins, Mackenzie-Smith and Oates. Due to circumstances

beyond her control the Parish Council accepted Cllr Howlett-Huggins’ apology.

114 Declarations of Interest
Clir Wyatt-Hawkins declared an interest in agenda item 129 and will not take part in discussion on that item.

115 Minutes from Previous Parish Council Meeting
The minutes of the Full Council meeting held on Monday 19" January 2026 were accepted as a true record
and signed by the Chair.

116 Actions from Previous Meeting
23-24/77 — SID data continues to be downloaded and sent to PCSO.

23-24/161 — Weekly inspections of the play area continue to be carried out.
24-25/97 — Potential locations for an additional Speed Indicator Device have been identified, awaiting
response regarding traffic survey request.

25-26/063 — Contact details have now been displayed on village noticeboard at the end of Downsmead.
25-26/064 — Assertion 10 related policies and Website changes are ongoing.
25-26/081 — The Clerk contacted a number of contractors for grass cutting quotes, only one response was
received and that came in too late to be added to the agenda. The quote was very similar to what we are
already paying. Current contractor will be contacted to ask for feedback reports following each visit.

Wisteria, as a neutral witness, no further contact has been made.

25-26/098 — Christmas Tree lights have been measured, costs will now be researched.

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117 Public Section
One member of public was in attendance as an observer.

118 Chair’s Report
Posters will be published for the 21 March Litter Pick as part of the Great British Spring Clean.

It was noted that a member of public has installed a dog poo bin at the top of the track leading from Baydon
Farm down to the track that runs past the sewage works. An increased amount of bagged dog poo is being
thrown in the hedge. Dog owners are asked to be responsible and dispose of dog poo correctly.

Our local PCSO held a consultation on 4" February, only one member of public attended.

Clirs Chidgey and Oates attended the Marlborough Board Meeting on Tues 10 Feb. The Police and Crime
commissioner gave a presentation. Main points to note were: Wiltshire has the lowest number of recorded
crimes per head of population in England and Wales. 53 crimes are recorded per 1000 people versus a
national average of 86 per 1000. Wiltshire remained one of the lowest funded forces per head of population,
if funded in line with the national average, a further £42.39 million would be available for Wiltshire. The
force had achieved £8.5 million in efficiency savings and is expecting to save a further £4.2m next year.
Operational efficiency had improved, moving Wiltshire from a low performance baseline to near the top
performing forces across several indicators. Government proposals could significantly alter operational
structures for forces in England and Wales, reducing the number of forces from 43 to between 10 and 12.
The full report can be found on the Wiltshire Council website.

It had been reported that a caravan being kept in a garden at a house on Ermin Street had been replaced
with a permanent outbuilding. Planning Enforcement has made a visit and reported that there was no
evidence of residential use taking place.

Contact has been made for advice regarding trimming the tree on The Green, awaiting response.
There have been issues with Barclays bank, the Clerk has been removed and Clir Oates is currently unable to

log in to the account. This has taken a considerable amount of time to resolve. The complaints department
have offered £200 in compensation for the inconvenience and stress.

119 Clerks Report
Three traffic survey requests have been submitted to support the request for an additional Speed Indicator

Device.
Parish Stewards are still off rota as they are dealing with pot holes around the County.

Five bags of Pea Shingle will be ordered for the re-gravelling of the footpath that runs through the
Churchyard as agreed back in April 2025. The cost will be £345.00 plus any delivery charge.
