A message from Inspector NOBLE 
 

Making contact with Wiltshire Police 
 

In an emergency always dial 999.  There are robust national and regional systems in place to ensure that 
999 calls are always answered promptly.  999 will always be quicker that calling a local direct line or calling 
at a police station no matter how close you are.  An emergency can be defined as an incident that amounts 
to a crime in progress now, or where a person or property is at imminent risk. 
 
For all other matters where an immediate response is not required dial 0845 408 7000.  This will include 
when you need to report a crime that has already happened, i.e. not in progress or where offenders have 
already fled and where you wish to make contact with a named local officer.  Whilst our operators are trained 
to conduct an investigation on taking your call, it is important that you are explicit about the nature of you 
call.  For example, where you need to report a crime and you think police attendance is required e.g. a 
residential burglary, then say so.  There are other categories of crime where prompt police attendance is not 
required and you will be directed to our Crime Management Unit.  You may also be offered a scheduled 
appointment to meet with an officer at your convenience to discuss a problem or provide an evidential 
statement.  Where you simply need to speak to a member of your local Neighbourhood Policing Team or a 
named officer, you should ask the operator to check when they are on duty or pass a message for them to 
contact you.  All operators have the capability to check officer‟s availability.  You should not be put through to 
an internal station extension, even if you request a named number, because these are not routinely 
answered and the officers may be out on patrol.  It is important that you discuss with the operator the exact 
nature of your call and that they make every effort to deal with your query. 
 
If your enquiry will wait up to a few days and is relation to an ongoing matter, or if you wish to report a minor 
crime on-line then use this link: http://www.wiltshire.police.uk/ 
Within our website you can find news, advice and useful information on your local Neighbourhood Policing 
Team.  This includes who they are, where they will be in your local area and the action they are taking on 
local priorities. Public meetings at which police will be in attendance are also included.  There is provision to 
Email the team directly, but it is imperative that this is not used for urgent matters.  Simply follow the links to 
„policing in your area‟ and there is a village/town name and postcode search facility.  There is also 
information on county wide Enquiry Office opening hours and local library contact points.  The website is fully 
enabled to make it accessible to those who may have sight or hearing impairment, use the accessibility tab 
for more information.  The ability to anonymously report information via crimestoppers is also included.

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Appeal for witnesses following sexual assault - Swindon 

Swindon Police are investigating a number of serious sexual assaults within the town. The offences have apparently 

been targeted against lone, vulnerable females in or near the Town Centre. 

A Swindon man has been arrested, interviewed and charged with one offence and is currently remanded in HMP 

awaiting trial.  

There are concerns that there may be other victims who, as yet, have not reported similar crimes to the Police. It is 

probable that these offences would have been committed by this male and are likely to be linked to a taxi he has been 

driving.  

The crimes which this male is suspected of committing are extremely serious, but it is recognised that some of the 

victims may feel unwilling to report this matter to the Police. There are opportunities for counselling and assistance

Any information, however small it may seem, is of importance to us, and these small pieces of information help us 

considerably in building the bigger picture.

Officers around Wiltshire and Swindon will be patrolling the streets this Halloween in a bid to prevent anti-social 
behaviour. 

Halloween can be harmless fun, but occasionally, members of the community, particularly the elderly, can become 
distressed by unexpected callers. The behaviour of some trick or treaters can also be intimidating and even 
criminal, with examples in previous years of anti-social behaviour, criminal damage to property and graffiti. 

Wiltshire Police is appealing for parents across the County to be aware of their children‟s activities and behaviour 
this Halloween, and the force has produced posters for people who do not want to receive „Trick or Treat‟ callers. 
These posters should be displayed either in front windows or on their front door.

So what can you do? 

 Display a Wiltshire Police poster that says “Sorry No Trick or Treat Here Please” .  

 Use your spy hole, look out of a window, use your door chain, and don‟t open your door if you are unsure 
who is there.  

 Have a contact number of a close relative or good neighbour to hand by your telephone, just in case you 
need to ring them.  

 If you feel threatened or vulnerable please call the police on 0845 408 7000. If it is an emergency don‟t 
hesitate to contact us on 999.  

 As a parent try to make sure your child is accompanied by an adult when trick or treating.  

 Encourage your children to respect people‟s property by not running through gardens.

“SALE OF ALCOHOL” 

Youths from the Aldbourne area are using a byway just outside of 
the village on the Lottage Rd to drink alcohol. There were a 

disturbing number of empty beer cans dumped at the location. 

Section 149 of the Licensing Act 2003 makes it an offence for a child to buy or 
attempt to buy alcohol whether or not on licensed premises. It also makes it an 

offence for a person to act as an agent for a child in purchasing or attempting to 
purchase alcohol, for example, if a child gives money to an adult to buy alcohol in 

an off-licence for consumption by the child. The offence also applies where a 
member of a club has alcohol supplied to a child or attempts to do so. 

Be warned that it is an offence to buy alcohol  
knowing or suspecting that it will be passed to anyone under age 

 

 

 

 

 



Rogue Traders are still operating in our area : 

Rogue traders may knock on your door and pretend to be legitimate builders or 
gardeners. These callers will try to convince you into having work carried out that 
you do not need doing and may also charge you extortionate amounts of money for 
the work once it is done. 

You should NEVER agree to have work carried out by someone who has passed 
your house and told you the work needs doing. If you have agreed for work to be 
carried out do not let them pressure you into paying for the work before it is 
complete and do not let them take you to the bank for you to take out money to pay 
them. 

The only way to make sure that rogue traders do not try to swindle you is to make 
sure you do not open the door to them – remember – SOS – STAY OUT STRANGER! 

If you need work doing at home, make sure that you get quotes from at least three 
companies and ask friends and neighbours to recommend a reputable company to 
you. 

 

 
 

 

 

 
 
 
 
 

Road Rules:- 
Rules are there to protect you, and others. Just because you are on a bike doesn't mean you can ignore traffic lights, 

pedestrian crossings, one-way streets and other road signs! You also have to obey Police Officers, Traffic Wardens and 

School Crossing Patrols. 
 
You must not  ride on pavements or footpaths, unless there are signs permitting this. If you are caught cycling on a 

footpath by a Police Officer or PCSO you will be liable to a £30 Fixed Penalty Ticket . Similarly you can only use bus 

lanes where you see the symbol of a bicycle displayed. Where there are cycle lanes and cycle tracks provided make use 

of them. 
 
Never ride with more than two of you side by side, and on narrow roads ride single file. 

Be Seen: -  

If you can't be seen then you are asking for trouble! This is not just common sense, but the law. At night you must show 

a white front light and a red rear one, plus a red rear reflector and amber pedal reflectors.
